H. Stormwater Management Department Update

1. 1. Low Battery Seawall Project - Approval of Fee Amendment #6 in the amount of $284,944.25 with Johnson, Mirmiran, and Thompson, Inc. for design and plan preparation services for bidding Phase II of the Low Battery Seawall Repairs Project.

2. Emergency Brick Arch Repair – Approval of Completed Emergency Repairs to a Brick Arch Failure on Liberty St of approximately 100 linear feet with Palmetto Gunite Construction Company, Inc.  Replaced arch section, installed manholes, and connected in roadside drainage.

3. Approval of Additional Road Network Transfer Request from the South Carolina Department of Transportation to the City of Charleston.  The road segment is S Market St (from the western right of way line of East Bay St to State St), State St (from S Market to Linguard St) and Linguard St (from State St to Church St).  This request is a total of 0.16 miles and is being required to be considered as a continual segment for transfer due to connectivity with the SCDOT road network.

4. Barberry Woods Drainage Improvement - Approval to apply for a National Fish and Wildlife Foundation grant in the amount of $250,000 for final design and permitting of the Drainage Improvement Project on Johns Island.  The grant would require a City match of $250,000 which is available in the drainage fund.

5. Church Creek Drainage Improvement – Approval to apply for a National Fish and Wildlife Foundation grant in the amount of $125,000 for preliminary design work on the Longbranch Creek improvements.  The grant would require a City match of $125,000 which is available in the drainage fund.
