CSL 35+ Rules for Fall 2020

No Spectators will be permitted. Please spread the word to all your players. Also any
player who is not able to play will be asked to leave the field. No Coaches will be

permitted. Only registered players who are able to play will be permitted. If you or

your teammates are sick stay home.
All players will be expected to wear a mask when they get out of their car until they get
to the field.
o When not in game mask must be worn.
o After the game they must put the mask back on and head to their vehicles.
o There will be no hanging around the field, players must head out immediately
after their game.
No handshakes with opposing team, staff, or referee’s.
When not on the field playing must maintain 6’ of space between other people and
wearing a mask. This includes pre-game, halftime, and post-game. X’s will be marked
on sidelines to indicate 6.
Fields must be clear of prior teams before next games teams will permitted on the field.
We ask if you arrive early you wait in your car until your field has been cleared.
Refrain from spitting. Goal keepers are asked not to spit into their gloves. If you are
seen spitting on another person it will result in immediate removal from the league
with no-less than 1-year suspension.
Any player who purposefully goes into the referee’s space (10’ bubble) to dispute a
decision will be meet with a yellow card for dissent.
Teams will sit on opposite sides of the field.
Players must register prior to playing. All registration must be done online. All Players
must register on both SCASA website and City of Charleston Website. Any player not
registered on both sites by noon at 8/21/2020 will not be permitted to play in the first
game as the official roster will be printed off at that time.
For this season the affinity roster will be brought by the City.
o All players will need to be checked in prior to playing to ensure they are a
registered player and we record their number for the game.
o Any player not registered/on the roster will be sent home.
o When checking in; players and staff will wear a mask and maintain 10’ of
distance.
Late registration will begin 8/24/2020 (520 Fee)



Any player who fails to register on both sites by 8/28/2020 will be removed from the
roster and not permitted to play this season.
All rosters will freeze 8/21/2020 at noon. Any roster changes after this date must go
through CSL Commissioner.
All rosters will be limited to 15 players. No exceptions will be made.
Team Captain or representative must have exact amount for ref fees:

o Ref should be given exactly $15 in fees.

o Refs Will Not Make Change.
The Home team will be responsible to supply 2 game balls to the staff at the field 10
minutes prior to kick off. The staff will sanitize the game balls and place one at the
center line and the other will be placed on the home sideline center line and used as
needed. At halftime both game balls will be sanitized again.

All players will need to have filled out the online Covid waiver prior to play.

We encourage all players to maintain personal hygiene and use hand sanitizer when
they can.

If we play % the season (4 games) no refunds/credits will be offered.

The City of Charleston is offering Adult Sports to serve our community. It is your team and
player’s responsibility to follow all of the above rules and protocols. By signing below, you
agree that you have read and will ensure that your team will remain in compliance of the
rules. The above rules will supersede the league bylaws for the fall season. Failure to
adhere my result in suspension and or team removal from the league.
