Basic Fire Safety Curriculum						10 Minutes
 

I.  Introduction 
A. Fire safety is important to learn because people are hurt by fire and sometimes even killed by fire.
B. We want you to be safe, so listen and learn about fire safety.

II.  Matches & lighters
A. Do not play with matches or lighters – you could get burned or cause a fire! 
B. Do not pick them up – matches and lighters are tools that adults use, not toys. Explain the uses of matches and lighters and why we shouldn’t play with them.
C. If you find them lying around, tell an adult; they should put them away in a safe place.

III.  What should you do if your house catches fire?
A. GET OUT of the house and STAY OUT. Never go back inside. The firefighters will go inside and help other people get out.
B. Never hide if there is smoke in your house. Firefighters won’t be able to find you. 
C. Do not take anything with you. You are the most important thing in your house.
D. Call 911 from a neighbor’s house when you get outside. 
E. Pets will usually get out by themselves or the fire department will look for them. 
F. Go to a window and yell for help if you can’t get out – stay at the window so people can see you.

IV.  Smoke alarm
A. The alarm is like a big nose “smelling” for smoke; demonstrate the alarm. 
B. Smoke detectors let you know to GET OUT AND STAY OUT.

V.  What should you do if your clothes catch on fire?
A. Stop, drop, roll, cool, call (cool burns with cold water, call 911).
B. Demonstrate the proper procedure. Be sure to cover your face and explain how it can protect you from burning your face. 

VI.  What will a firefighter look like if he has to go into a burning house?
A. They will have on lots of equipment, so they can do their job safely.
